RE: Year 6 residential
Dear Parent or Guardian,

We have arranged to take Year 6 on a residential activity course to Manor Adventure at Norfolk Lakes, Lyng, Norfolk from 22nd May to the 24th May 2017.
Residential courses organised by schools are becoming increasingly invaluable as part of the National Curriculum. Indeed, the Government has placed on record the beneficial effects on a child’s progress that such courses provide. They offer new and exciting challenges and by living with their peers and working together in a team environment, help develop independence, confidence and an ability to recognise strengths and weaknesses in a constructive way.

The value of giving children the opportunity to try out new activities cannot be underestimated. No matter your child’s experience and confidence level, everyone learns to develop their independence growth mindset, to respect and value each other’s ability and their own and to have fun!
At Manor Adventure fully-trained and qualified instructors, with the support of school staff, provide instruction in a full programme of activities in a safe, controlled and secure environment. The activities available include: Climbing, Abseiling, Fencing, High Ropes, Orienteering, Raft Building, Overnight Camps, and many more. The activities that Year 6 will do will be confirmed nearer to the time of the residential.
The total cost of the visit to Manor Adventure is £225 and includes full board accommodation, all instruction and activities, equipment and safety equipment and achievement certificates. Transport will be wholly subsidised by the school.
Under the terms of the Education Reform Act 1988, the activities described in this letter may not be charged for compulsorily.  A voluntary contribution is requested and the sum suggested is specified in this letter.  I have to explain that should you decide not to contribute, the law states that your child should still be entitled to take part in the visit.  In reality, however, the visit will not take place if the costs cannot be met. If your child is on (or has ever received) free school meals, and you have any concerns about paying some or all of the cost of the trip, the school may be able to help.  Please come and talk to me or to Mrs Cahill in confidence if this may apply to you. We are keen that all the children take part.
We will be holding a Parents’ Evening to discuss the visit on (date, time, place). This will give you the opportunity to find out more details and to have any queries answered.  I do hope that you will be able to attend.

To confirm your child’s place, please return a cheque or cash in the amount for £50 payable to the school as the initial deposit. Manor Adventure require this deposit by 21st October in order to secure the school’s booking so please return your deposit and permission slip to school by Friday 14 October. Once the deposit has been paid you will receive a schedule of payments to be made over the next few months to reach the total of £225. If you would like to discuss the payment process with school at all, please make an appointment with the office.
