= Brown or beige coloured
card (rectangular shaped)

= Brown pencil crayon - ‘

— Tissue paper — Sticky tape

1 Using a brown pencl crayon,
draw some diagonal lines onto the
coloured card. Then draw more
lines going diagonally the other
way; this will leave you with a
diamond pattern.

3 Crumple the tissue paper up and
use it to fill the base of the cone.

Now place the card horizontally
and roll it into a cone shape.
Secure it into place using either
sticky tape or glue.

Now drizzle PVA glue onto the
tissue paper and begin to add
balls of cotton wool Layer these
up, adding more glue as needed.
Stop once the ‘ice cream'’ is coming
out of the top of the cone,
